Medications
U Induction agent... ___mgof___ ready
U Paralytic... ___mgof___ ready
Q Vasopressor... Out and ready

Resuscitation
U Last set of vitals... BPis__ ,HR , sats

U What concerns does anyone have?
Quiet for induction please! Push medications.

Post-Intubation Steps

U Ensure tube placement and security
* Verify placement (auscultation, capnography)
e Secure tube
* Place OG tube (optional)
e Obtain CXR
U Review CXR
U Order vent settings
U Ensure post-intubation sedation
U Avoid hyperoxia
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
